 In 1976 the Safe Drink-

ing Water Act (SDWA) 

was passed requiring stan-

dards based on large metro-

politan systems. However, 

the majority of systems in 

the nation (94%), serve less 

than 10,000 people and 

lack the economics of 

scale. 

 Therefore, the availabil-

ity of funding and technical 

assistance resources for 

these small and rural sys-

tems was vital. 

 Individuals from eight 

different states formed the 

National Rural Water As-

sociation (NRWA) that 

same year with the goal 

and purpose to represent 

and fight for the small and 

rural water and wastewater 

utilities, throughout the 

Nation, in the halls of Con-

gress.  

 Since then, the NRWA, 

through its State affiliates, 

has grown to represent 

approximately 28,000 wa-

ter and wastewater utilities 

and is now the largest util-

ity based membership asso-

ciation in the nation. 

 On December 1st, Ha-

waiôi Rural Water Associa-

tion officially formed and 

became a full fledged state 

affiliate of the NRWA. 

 With the State of Hawai'i 

now on board, the NRWA 

now represents water and 

wastewater utilities in all 

50 states. 

 Member utilities in Ha-

waiôi elected a Board of 

Directors who will then 

elect a Director to serve on 

the National Board. Each 

state has one member on 

the National Board provid-

ing each state with equal 

input. 

 Training and technical 

assistance programs, pro-

vided by the HRWA, will 

help direct the Associa-

tion's future on the state 

and local levels by supply-

ing much needed services 

and resources that meet the 

needs of the water and 

wastewater  sys tems 

throughout the State of 

Hawai'i.  

 Therefore, the HRWA, 

with your support and in-

volvement, will become a 

major player ensuring re-

sources and directing wa-

ter policy on a national 

level in Washington, D.C. 

utilities, and in many 

cases provides technical 

resources that simply 

would not be affordable 

 HRWA staff is in the 

field, on-site, assisting in 

all areas of management, 

finance, operations and 

governance.
